1. Old Business
a. Wall Painting

i. Color – it was discussed that the best choice of color was that of the parks wall.
ii. Pricing – Gerry had not connected as of yet with the appropriate person at Lowes or Home Depot as they never seem to be there.  PS: Gerry met with Home Depot on Oct 7, and they need a letter regarding the tax status of ERVENO.  Erik has written such letter and Gerry will deliver to both Home Depot and Lowes.
iii. Date to paint – It was decided that Saturday November 13, mid to late morning would be best.  Erik will email the ERVENO list for volunteers, hoping to give the weekenders good notice.  A social event will follow (see below).
b. Website and/or Blog – Siouxann Perry was not present.  Gerry will connect with her while Gerry is in Palm Springs this week.
c. T-Shirts – Eric Nash was to bring a design but was not present.  Ideas were discussed.  PS: Following the meeting, Eric emailed the group, which Erik forwarded to the board for consideration.
d. Blade Signs

i. 2 Designs submitted – Jimmie Overton’s using the original brochure design.  Suzzanne Osuna sent in a gecko design.  Wayne stated he would like to send a design, which he did the following day.  Erik forwarded this to the Board.
e. Park Opening – October 7, 9am. – Gerry, Jim, and Erik would man a table to gain new members.  Erik was slated to speak on behalf of ERVENO.  PS: No new members were gained, as all neighbors present already joined.  The majority of City Council was present, along with other City officials, neighbors, and friends from Palm Springs.  
f. Future events (Social, Garage Sales, etc)

i. Social event following the wall painting.  Roger stated he would organize, and Jim stated he would help.  Erik would email ERVENO for volunteers to join a party subcommittee.  It was suggested that pot luck might be the best idea after the painting, but we will defer to the subcommittee.  

ii. Modernism Week: the idea has floated around the neighborhood and surface at tonight’s meeting that ERVENO host an event during Modernism Week (Feb 17-27, 2011).  Ideas such as home tours, neighborhood reception, etc were discussed and it was decided it is something we should pursue as a fund raiser.  Erik will approach Modernism Week to see where ERVENO could fit on the schedule.  If we move forward, Erik suggested a subcommittee be formed to work with food vendors, ticket sales, etc.
